Yawn

So I'm kind of done with this genre - the YA Dystopian one, that is.And while I do enjoy Cummings

writing, this book was just too long for me.Its weird, actually, 'cause I flew through it. Read like a 100

pages in one sitting, which is good for me. But I still felt it dragged.I could see what was going to

happen a mile away, and didn't really like it.And everything that happened just felt like filler.While

everything about the first book makes sense, this one didn'tIt just felt like Cummings added a lot of

random stuff, that was just there to make action, and that was sooo boring.So I'm glad this was the
