The author does a very good job reliving the television coverage of 1977 Open Championship and

the 1982 U.S. Open but the book doesnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t focus on these two events alone; it

covers these menÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s lives over 5 decades from childhood to their Senior tour days

with how their interest for the game fluctuated over those decades i.e., boredom, hatred, malaise,

intrigue, excitement.The best parts of the book were the personalities of Charlie Nicholas

(JackÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s Father) and Ray Watson (TomÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s Father), which I have not

seen in any other books. It focuses on the how they each raised these soon to be professionals and

interestingly that both fathers were indifferent but supportive about their sonÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s

decision to turn pro.Also the book answered some very fascinating questions: Why Jack fired

Angelo Argea; TomÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s college golf record at Stanford, from 1968-1971 was

average; how alcohol played a part in Jack and TomÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s life, some of it comical;

TomÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s political and social views i.e., on the Vietnam War and his stance

anti-Semitism; why the style of the late CBS golf producer Frank Chirkinian was great (hint hint Fox1

sports!!!); and the commentary of other PGA touring professionals on their greatness.Lastly all

through the book covers problems of the golf swing with all the terminology from all the great

players and teachers, and interjects them with peaks and valleys in JackÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s and

TomÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s swing over their years (Tom mostly). Ironically itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s 40 years

since the 1977 ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“duel in the sunÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• at Turnberry. I



wouldnÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢t be surprised if the author is interviewed on Golf Channel in the coming

weeks---well deserved!!
